The Real Power of Generosity Corner

When we think about generosity, most of wus probe
areal tool for changing how we relate to ourselves, to others and to our world.

Instead, we may think of it similarly to how we think of kindness or compas#signalities that are gentle, tender
potentially seleffacingd and, as a big misconceptionpre aligned with weakness than strength. Largely this i
because, culturally, we think of generosity purely in terms of the act of giving something up for someone els
dynamic, by definition, implies at least some degree ofssgdfifice.

give to others shows us our ability to let go of attachments that otherwise can limit our beliefs and our exper
might be in our naturetthink,i T hadpjectis minefor X, YorZr e a s Buhthabthought can simply dissolve.

that we carry ourselves to a statggadater freedom.

Our attachments might want to put a cap on our generosity and say, "l will give this much and no more," or"
give this article or object if | am appreciated enough for this act of giving." But it is through the practice of tye
that we learn to see through the attachments, and create space for ourselves.

This doesnét mean generosity eradicates all att e
simply observing our attachments through acts of genertisity,loosen. They become less opaque, less solid.
place, we can find greater spaciousness in our minds and tap into a greater sense of inner happiness.
From there, we can continue a deep investigation, cultivating further strength and flexilddii &t everything in
our experience this way.

In other words, generosity can make us happier! According to sociologists Christian Smith and Hilary David:
their new bookl heParadoxof Generositythere is a scientific, inarguable connection between generosity and
happiness. Smith and Davidson surveyed 2,000 individuals (comprised of 40 families in 12 different states,
different classes and races) ovdiva-year period about their spending habits and lifestyles. The participants v
identified as Avery happyo were those who report
more than 10% of their income, participants reported loweredsion rates.

Smith and Davidson also found that participants who were emotionally generous in relatidnshipagh giving
love and emotional availability were in much better health (48%) than those who were not (31%). In short, |
able to steputside of oneself and give is an essential ingredient for happiness.

The idea that we benefit from being generous may seem like a strange thing to think about. Does that know
somehow taint our generous actions, making them corrupted and selfish? Nohi nk it 6s OK 1
