As the balloons began to settle around them, the leader gave new instructions: each person was now
to pick up a balloon and find the person whose name was on it. Within minutes, everyone had their
own balloon!

Then the leader offered this insight about the balloon experiment:

Those balloons were like the happiness we search for in life.People are always looking for happiness,
but not really sure where to find it. We try many things, but rarely, if ever, do we find our happiness in
them, or find our name on them. We must discover that our happiness lies in the happiness of others.
By giving others happiness (finding their balloon for them), we find our own happiness.

In Jesus, we see the power of the Holy Spirit at work in this way. And through Jesus, the work of the
Spirit is always focused on lifting up the lowly and the least in the Kingdom of God. In other words,
the Spiritdés work i s t oofdiherssng happiness into

This is the same work we are called to take up i to bring happiness into the lives of others i as the
Holy Spirit empowers to be the hands and feet of Christ. Yet to do this work, we must move against
and resist being taken in by the great tide of the world which continually seeks power and privilege for
its own sake. This is why happiness can be so elusive in the world, and why there is so much misery
and disappointment in pursuing it for our own sake.

Jesus continually taught that our personal happiness is found in the happiness of others. Jesus sent
his disciples out to do this by sharing the good news and healing the sick. Jesus also sent 70 others
out as well.

Praying for Others

The true purpose of praying for others Whenweo ¢
act as intercessor we are forming a link in the chain. We are offering our hearts as channels

through which the healing love of God may be directed to those for whom we are praying.

Prayer Chain

A prayer chain is a group of people, which has been called to the ministry of praying for others on
an ongoing basis. They have committed themselves to pray regularly, confidentially and
individually for the people and concerns that are requested of them.

Members of a Prayer Chain

A member of a Prayer Chain is committed to pray regularly, preferably daily, for the concerns
passed on to them. They must be able to communicate effectively with others in the chain so as to
be able to receive prayer requests and accurately pass them on to others in the chain.

Confidentiality

It is very important that the members of the Prayer Chain keep what they pray for confidential and
to themselves. While the knowledge of some of the situations and people they pray for will be
widely known, many are confidential and must not be talked about except in the context of passing
the information confidentially on to another person on the chain.

Procedure
Prayer requests may be made by submitting them during the Sunday offering or by calling Gerry
Wagner (330-658-6205). If youwould | i ke t o submit syounaust haee thatl s e ¢

per sonds p enedoes sot have to be a member of this church or Christian in order to
be on this chain. Members of the Telephone Prayer Chain receive prayer requests from Gerry and
will then share the requests to the next person in the chain. If the first person cannot be reached,
then the next person along the chain is contacted. This person will then pass the request to the
next person on the chain, and so on until the end of the chain is reached. Members of the Email
Prayer Chain will receive an email mid-week.

As each person receives the message, he/she puts the person or situation into their personal
prayers. Our prayers should be positive. Only names will be passed on through the Prayer Chain,
unless in exceptional cases when the person to be prayed for has expressed their wishes to share

their personal information (Ex. - out of hospital, procedure went well). Please do not ask for any
details. God is aware for whom we are praying for.
