Dear Friends, 

This month we enter into the season of Lent.  It is a time of year when Christians focus on simple living, 

prayer, and fasting in order to grow closer to God. 

What is Lent?  After Jesus was baptized in the River Jordan, he was sent into the wilderness by the Spirit 

where he fasted and prayed for 40 days. During his time there he was tempted by Satan and found clarity 

and strength to resist temptation. Afterwards, he was ready to begin his ministry. 

So today we observe Lent for the forty days before Easter. Lent excludes Sundays because every Sunday is 

like a little Easter. Basically, it's about one-tenth of a year (like a tithe of time). Lent begins with Ash 

Wednesday on March 1 and ends on Easter, April 16th. 

We observe Ash Wednesday with a service where we recognize life as a precious gift from God, and return 

our lives towards Jesus Christ. We may make resolutions and commit to change our lives over the next forty 

days so that we might be more like Christ. In our Ash Wednesday service, you will receive the sign of the 

cross on your forehead with ashes. Our service is Wednesday, March 1 at 7:00 pm. 

Why ashes? In Jewish and Christian history, ashes are a sign of mortality and repentance. Mortality, because 

when we die, our bodies become dust or ashes. Repentance, because long ago, when people felt remorse for 

something they did, they would put ashes on their head and wear "sackcloth" (scratchy clothing) to remind 

them that sin is pretty uncomfortable and leads to a sort of death of the spirit. This was their way of 

confessing their sins and asking for forgiveness. 

Where do the ashes come from? The Bible tells us that on Palm Sunday, Jesus rode a donkey into Jerusalem 

while people waved palms and cheered him on. Less than a week later, Jesus was killed. The palms that were 

waved in joy became ashes of sorrow. We get ashes for Ash Wednesday by saving the palms from Palm 

Sunday, burning them, and mixing them with a little oil. While the ashes remind us of our mortality and sin, 

the cross reminds us of Jesus' resurrection (life after death) and forgiveness. It's a powerful, non-verbal way 

that we can experience God's forgiveness and renewal as we return to Jesus. 

Why "DO" Lent? How do I start? Are you searching for something more? Tired of running in circles, but not 

really living life with direction, purpose or passion?  It's pretty easy to get caught up in the drama of 

relationships, family, and work. Our lives are filled with distractions that take us away from living a life with 

Christ. We try to fill the emptiness inside us with mindless TV, meaningless chatter, stimulants, alcohol, too 

many activities or other irrelevant stuff. We run away from life and from God.

40 day trial run in changing your lifestyle and letting God change your heart. You might try one of these 

practices for Lent: 

FASTING: Some people have been known to go without food for days. But that's not the only way to 

fast. You can fast by cutting out some of the things in your life that distract you from God. Some 

Christians use the whole 40 days to fast from candy, tv, soft drinks, cigarettes or meat as a way to purify 

their bodies and lives. You might skip one meal a day and use that time to pray instead. Or you can give

Proverbs 3:9 urges us to honor God by practicing firstfruit giving with our money. We basically have 
five general alternatives when it comes to what we do with our income:  
 
(1) The support of a chosen lifestyle;  
(2) Whatever is needed for the repayment of debt because of that lifestyle;  
(3) The payment of taxes;  
(4) What we save and invest for the future; and  
(5) What we give away.  
 

What order of priority do these five alternatives take in your life?  
Does Proverbs 3:9 make a difference in helping you determine those priorities?

In honor of Emanuelõs bicentennial, Art Holden has provided historical facts that are read before our Sunday offering.  
In case you missed one or would like to read them again, please find the facts from January and February below. 

 
January 1: In the 200 years High Church has existed, it has been housed in three buildings, and though those churches were actu-
ally in two different counties, they all basically stood within feet of each other. The first building was a log cabin erected south of the 
current cemetery. By 1838, a bigger building was needed, and a church was built large enough to hold 600 worshipers, across the 
street in Summit County. It was a tall structure, and that's when the name "High Church" was first introduced. In those days the 
church served both Reformed and Lutheran congregations, with families coming from miles away on foot, horseback and wagons 
to attend services. 
 
January 8: From its early days of being both a Reformed and Lutheran Church, and one of the first churches in the area, Emanuel's 
humble beginnings of a log structure on the hill were the birth of other churches. High Church, in its infancy, was the only place to 
worship in this part of Ohio, and our founders can take pride in the fact that out of it has grown many churches in the Wadsworth, 
Barberton, Manchester, Loyal Oak, Akron and of course, Doylestown, areas. 
 
January 15: After growing out of the log church, in 1838 the congregation built a 600-seat church on what is now the south-west 
corner of Silver Creek Metro Park, complete with three entrance doors, inclined seating and a balcony. Two years after moving into 
the new building, the first Sunday School program was instituted in 1840. 
 
January 22: As more and more churches sprung up in the area during the mid-1800s, the High Church membership dwindled, and 
there was no longer a need for a 600-seat church. In 1873 the current building was erected, and though it's gone through several 
face lifts and three major upgrades over the past 144 years, the bones are pretty much that of the original wood structure built at a 
cost of $3,200. 
 
January 29: In its infancy, Emanuel was both a Reformed and Lutheran Church, with ministers preaching on alternate Sundays. 
The fourth Reformed pastor to accept the call developed a relationship with the church that has been unmatched since. Rev. John 
W. Hamm was the pastor for 40 years at Emanual, leading the Reformed congregation from 1830-1870. 
 
February 5: The early Christian settlers who united to build the first log church, which they named Emanuel, were first- or second-
generation immigrants, whose native language was German. As a result, the first church services were conducted in German. In 
fact, the early church records are also recorded in German. 
 
February 12: Last month we learned about the 40-year tenure of pastor John Hamm, but our own Paul Poetter has more than dou-
bled Hamm. Poetter, whose father John H. Poetter was the Emanuel minister from 1926-1953, has been attending High Church all 
his life, having been born the same year his father started preaching in this very sanctuary. That means Paul Poetter has been lis-
tening to sermons under this glorious ceiling for 90 years. 
 
February 19: The cemetery is an important part of High Church's history. The original plot of land set aside for burial was across 
the street, and actually 201 years ago. But, because it held vital springs for drinking water, only one person was ever buried there -
- Daniel Wehr -- who donated the land. The current cemetery was established in 1817, and the first person buried there was Mrs. 
Elizabeth Everhard, in August of 1817. 
 
February 26: In the first 100 years of High Church, a total of 520 people were buried in our cemetery, and the list of individuals 
shows Emanuel's early diversity. Those buried include a soldier from the 1776 Revolution, another who fought in the Mexican war, 
as well as six soldiers who fought in the Civil war.
