"Lectio Divina", a Latin term, means "divine reading" and describes a way of reading the Scriptures 

whereby we gradually let go of our own agenda and open ourselves to what God wants to say to us.  

The first stage is lectio (reading), where we read the Word of God, slowly and reflectively so that it 

sinks into us. 

The second stage is reflection, where we think about the text we have chosen and ruminate upon it so 

that we take from it what God wants to give us. 

The third stage is response, where we leave our thinking aside and simply let our hearts speak to 

God. This response is inspired by our reflection on the Word of God. 

The final stage of Lectio Divina is rest, where we let go not only of our own ideas, plans and 

meditations but also of our holy words and thoughts. We simply rest in the Word of God. We listen at 

the deepest level of our being to God who speaks within us with a still small voice. As we listen, we 

are gradually transformed from within. Obviously, this transformation will have a profound effect on the 

way we actually live and the way we live is the test of the authenticity of our prayer. We must take 

what we read in the Word of God into our daily lives.

As our final bicentennial event, Art Holden will be giving the sermon on December 31, 2017.  



In honor of Emanuelõs bicentennial, Art Holden has provided historical facts that are read before our Sunday offering.  
In case you missed one or would like to read them again, please find the facts from November/December below. 

 
Nov 26: While our church has experienced many upgrades over the span of two centuries, some of the things that we use  
every Sunday have stood the test of time. For instance, our offering plates are from 1954, and were a gift to the church from Mrs. 
Madi (pronounced MAY DEE), in memory of her husband, Rev. Steve Madi. Pastor Madi died unexpectedly just months after 
accepting the call here to Emanuel, more than six decades ago. Two of the four offering plates are inscribed: "In loving memory, 
Rev. Steve Madi." 
 
Dec 3: As we get ready to observe communion today, we should also thank Mr. Earl Coffman, who during the Christmas  
Holidays in 1963, donated the present communion service as a memorial to his wife, Barbara. The set originally included glass 
cups that were washed after each communion service, but have since been replaced with plastic throw-away cups. What is  
believed to be Emanuel's original communion set, made of pewter and stamped Boardman, can be found in the classroom at the 
foot of the stairs on the antique altar. 
 
Dec 10: The children's Christmas play is an Emanuel tradition, dating back decades. In fact, grandparents who were cast as 
Mary or Joseph are now watching their grandchildren take the stage. Over that time, the kids have acted out the story in many 
different ways. Some years there were live animals adorning the chancel, some years kids were dressed up as animals, and 
some years there were cutouts of animals. There have been wise men in bath robes, angels in white sheets, and doll babies as 
Jesus. Sometimes, the performances have been brilliant, sometimes they have been poignant, sometimes cute, and sometimes 
just downright funny. Each time the children perform the Christmas play, though, they successfully remind us of the miracle of 
Christ's birth. 
 
Dec 17: Our lighted steeple is a beacon for miles around, and tells everyone that this is Emanuel. It has sat atop our church for 
144 years. While the outside welcomes passers-by with its visual beauty, inside is something just as important, as the bell also is 
more than a century old, and still rings true each Sunday. A 2-inch thick rope travels from the belfry to the landing at the front of 
the church, and if you listen quietly now, you may be able to hear it ringing. 
 
Dec 24: Christmas is special in many ways, and particularly so in an historical sense for our High Church. While candlelight  
services are all the rage for Christmas Eve services, it's ironic that the December 23, 1938 Christmas service was the first time 
electricity was used in our sanctuary.
